Day 1 - Depart USA
Overnight flight to Prague.

Day 2 - Arrive Prague (3 nights)
Welcome to Europe and the city of Prague! After check-in, time to explore. Later, we get to meet our Tour
Director and the rest of the group with a Welcome Drink and dinner. (Dinner)

Hotel: Hilton Prague

Day 3 - Prague sightseeing & at leisure

Our guided walking tour includes a visit inside Prague Castle, which is the largest medieval castle
complex in Europe. Here we have an all included visit to the Toy Museum where we can see toys from
ancient Greece right up to the latest Barbie dolls of today! Later we see the unusual clock in the Old Town
Square before free time to maybe take a cruise along the Vitava River. (Buffet breakfast)

Day 4 - Prague at leisure
Maybe climb the Petrin Observation Tower - a smaller version of the Eiffel Tower in Paris - for amazing
views over - Prague! Or let off steam at the amazing Cestlice Aqua Park. (Buffet breakfast)

Day 5 - Prague — Lednice — Vienna (3 nights)

Today via Brno, one-time headquarters of Napoleon, we head to Lednice Castle to the amazing Italianate
Gardens. We cross the border into Austria to Vienna. Tonight why not take a stroll to see the amazing
illuminated Town Hall. (Buffet breakfast)

Hotel: Hilton Vienna

Day 6 - Vienna sightseeing & at leisure

Today's guided sightseeing tour shows us the Hofburg Palace, the Parliament Buildings, the Opera
Cathedral and we take a walk through the oldest part of the city. Today our Tour Director will also show
us one of the Hidden Treasures of this fascinating city. Then we have the chance to take a ride on the Big
Wheel called the Prater Wheel and have some delicious hot chocolate and scrumptious cake as well!
Tonight, enjoy a Highlight Dinner of Viennese specialties at a ‘Heurige’, a local

restaurant, outside Vienna. (Buffet breakfast / Highlight dinner)

Day 7 - Vienna at leisure
First stop maybe the indoor Spanish Riding school to watch the Lippizaner horses being put through their
paces , then on to ‘Zoom’ Vienna's ‘hands on’ museum where you can learn to spray paint the walls, or



take a horse drawn carriage around the city before watching the chefs making the pastries in the glass
enclosed kitchen in Demel’'s café. (Buffet breakfast)

Day 8 - Vienna — Danube Valley — Budapest (3 nights)

It's not long before we are in Hungary. We drive along the route known as the Danube bend with its
quaint old villages and orchards. Here we stop at Esztergom and see its fine cathedral, castle and

St. Tamas Hill before following the Danube to Budapest. Tonight, maybe enjoy a Danube cruise to see
the beautiful city by night? (Buffet breakfast)

Hotel: Radisson Blu Beke

Day 9 - Budapest sightseeing & at leisure

Today's sightseeing includes a walking tour of old Buda which shows us among other monuments, the
Matthias Church and Fishermen's Bastion. Later we also see the Great Synagogue and Heroes' Square.
Then free time to perhaps visit the Palace of Miracles where you can try out a wide variety of hands-on
scientific games which are really fun to do! (Buffet breakfast)

Day 10 - Budapest at leisure

Maybe head for one of the many water parks of Budapest to literally let off steam! Or hire bikes and go
cycling on St Margaret’s Island and then perhaps visit the Hungarian Railway Museum with its collection
of vintage locomotives before enjoying a Farewell Dinner tonight with your Tour Director and

touring friends. (Buffet breakfast / Farewell dinner)

Day 11 - Budapest — USA

Our tour comes to an end this morning but we will return to Europe soon. Your Tour Director will organize
transfers to Budapest Airport for your return flights to arrive at approximately 07.00am and 11.00am,
conditions apply. (Buffet breakfast)

Free airport transfers:

Transfers on Day 2 at Prague Airport will operate at 09.00, 11.00 and 13.00. Passengers arriving later
should make their own way to the first hotel. Return transfers on the last touring day will arrive at
Budapest Airport at 07.00 and 11.00.

e Important — Please Note: Passengers will only be entitled to transfers to and from London
Airports providing the following conditions are met:

e Forincluded transfers: Your flights must be booked directly by Trafalgar no fewer than 21 days
prior to departure. For chargeable transfers: Your Travel Agent provides detailed flight
information to Trafalgar no fewer than 21 days prior to departure. Once transfers are booked
they cannot be changed.

e For London arrivals, you must stay at a London hotel booked by Trafalgar on the night of arrival
and the night prior to your departure date.

e Trafalgar only includes one inbound and one outbound transfer.

¢ In the event of flight delays outside of Trafalgar’s control, the transfers will be deemed to be
cancelled.

o All transfers are based on group transfers. No refund is therefore available for missed transfers,
or passengers not using this service.

¢ In the event of unforeseen events (such as road or rail works, strikes or demonstrations),
Trafalgar will not be responsible for delayed or cancelled transfers.

e Heathrow Airport: National Express Dot2Dot will pick up and drop off in time to meet all flights
to/from London’s Heathrow Airport. For guests arriving at the Dot2Dot desk after 22.00 hrs
please make use of the courtesy phone to arrange your transfer to your Trafalgar hotel.

e Gatwick Airport: Passengers who have booked Trafalgar’'s Land and Air packages arriving at
London’s Gatwick Airport are provided with a Gatwick Express train voucher. The Gatwick
Express train journey from Gatwick Airport to London’s Victoria Station takes 30 minutes.
Guests then need to make their way from Victoria Station to their Trafalgar hotel.

e European Gateways: With Trafalgar all passengers will receive complimentary arrival and
departure transfers on the scheduled arrival and departure day of their tour at the times
specified below. Please ensure your Travel Agent reserves your flight to co-ordinate with the
transfer times shown.

e Trafalgar Bonus - Passengers who book Trafalgar's Land+Air package and who arrive or depart
outside of these specified times on the scheduled arrival and departure day of the tour will also
be provided with a transfer.

e Passengers arriving before or leaving after the scheduled tour days are not entitled to a transfer
but may book and purchase one through Trafalgar providing that they also purchase the



additional pre and/or post tour hotel night(s) from Trafalgar. Please ask for prices of transfers at
the time of booking your extra night accommodation.
